PUMP STATION REPLACEMENT

PS-D-35 — Pump Station Rehabilitation
Project (Inlet Drive)

The City of Fort Lauderdale’s Water and Wastewater Capital
Improvement Program, WaterWorks 2011, has just begun
rehabilitation of Pump Station D-35. The rehabilitation will
improved the sanitary service to residents by preventing sani-
tary sewer overflows, improving protection against flooding
by bringing electrical equipment above ground and providing
greater flexibility in operating the sewer system. The project
includes upgrading piping/fittings, pumps/guide rails, electri-
cal controls as well as installation a new power service feed. In
addition, a new electrical duct bank is scheduled for installa-
tion in front of the pump station. Work has commenced on
the project and is anticipated to complete during the first
quarter of 2010.

Motorists may experience intermediate traffic delays during
material delivery during the early stages of the rehabilitation
project; however, flaggers will help to direct traffic to ensure
minimal disruption.

PS D-36 - Pump Station Rehabilitation
Project (Barbara Drive)

On-going construction for the same upgrades on Barbara
Drive provide the following information:

There is a presence of active construction work at D35. To-
date, the electrical by-pass pump has been connected and
construction preparation work including pressure cleaning
and pipe disassembly is taking place. Motorists may experi-
ence intermediate traffic delays during material delivery dur-
ing the early stages of the rehabilitation project; however,
flaggers will help to direct traffic to ensure minimal disrup-
tion. Anticipated completion is last quarter 2009.
